Definidos(definite)

feminino(female): a, as
Indefinidos(indefinite) = masculino(males): um, uns
feminino(female): uma, umas

2- Adjetivos(adjectives): normalmente e’ colocado, depois do
substantivo(normally placed after the noun).
Exemplo: garota bonita(beautiful girl); carga pesada(heavy duty)
garoto bonito(handsome boy); piano pesado(heavy piano)
Observagao(remark): adjetivos em Portugués flexionam em género ¢
numero (adjective in Portuguese flexin gender and number)
Exemplo: garotas bonitas(beautiful girls); cargas pesadas(heavy duties)
garotos bonitos(handsome boys); pianos pesados(heavy pianos)

3- Plurais(p/urals): normalmente acrescentar ‘s’ (normally add a ‘s’at the end)

4- Aumentativo(augmentative) = masculino(males): -20

feminino(female): -ona

5- Diminutivo(diminutive) = masculino(males): -inho
feminino(female): -inha
